members have greatly benefited from Pastor White ’s deep faith,

powerful preaching, and visionary leadership; this esteemed

minister holds a bachelor ’s degree from the College of Biblical

Studies in Houston and a master ’s degree from Faith Evangelical

College & Seminary in Tacoma, Washington, and he has continued his
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studies at Luther Rice College & Seminary and Southwestern Baptist

Theological Seminary; and

WHEREAS, Pastor White gives generously of his time and

talents as president of the Fort Bend County Pastors Association,

and he works with Fort Bend Interfaith to support initiatives

designed to improve local schools; in all his endeavors, he is

blessed with the love and encouragement of his wife, Valarie, who

assists him in his ministry; and

WHEREAS, Countless Missouri City residents have looked to

Christian Bible Church and Pastor White for spiritual guidance over

the years, and it is indeed a pleasure to join in recognizing the
