WHEREAS, Margarito Peña exemplifies the valor and resilience of that proud generation of Americans who stepped forward to defend their country during some of its darkest hours, and he has indeed earned the lasting gratitude of his fellow citizens; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the 85th Legislature of the State of Texas hereby honor Margarito Peña for his exemplary military service during World War II and the Korean War and extend to him profound appreciation for his selfless and steadfast efforts; and, be it further
RESOLVED,  That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for Mr. Peña as an expression of high regard by the Texas House of Representatives and Senate.
