WHEREAS, Mr. Darilek returned to the grocery business, becoming an owner of JMH No. 5 in the West University neighborhood, and he was affiliated with the company for 67 years before his retirement; while running the store, he continued to farm and ranch on the family homestead in the Bauersville area; he was devoted to his nine children, Rose, Jo Ann, Henry, Cora, Marjorie, David, Thomas, Joyce, and Robert, and he not only instilled in his offspring respect for hard work and a strong sense of integrity but also ensured that they were surrounded by laughter and music; through the years, he welcomed 35 grandchildren, and he eventually became the patriarch of an extended family of 106; and
WHEREAS, Proud of his Czech heritage, Mr. Darilek loved to go polka dancing with his wife and all their relatives and friends; he also enjoyed fishing, taking trips to the country with his brother-in-law, watching sports with his family, and spending time on the farm; and
WHEREAS, Rudy Darilek will be deeply missed by all who were privileged to share in his love and friendship, but they will forever remember his kindness, his inspiring work ethic, and his wonderful sense of humor; now, therefore, be it
