WHEREAS, With the passing years, Dexter Sagebiel and his wife, Jennabeth, have seen their fine family grow to include two daughters and their spouses, Trudy and Steven Vollmar and Terri and Jamey Vogel, as well as three grandchildren and a great-grandson; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Sagebiel's commitment to the highest ideals of public service has greatly benefited the people of Llano County, and he may indeed reflect with pride on a career well spent as he embarks upon the next exciting chapter of his life; now, therefore, be it
