WHEREAS, Throughout his tenure as TFA executive director, Ron Hufford has brought to his myriad duties an exceptional breadth of experience and a consummate professionalism, and he may indeed reflect with pride on a career well spent as he embarks upon the next exciting chapter of his life; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 85th Texas Legislature hereby honor Ronald H. Hufford for his exemplary leadership of the Texas Forestry Association and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
