WHEREAS, Deeply dedicated to his community, Leroy Vaughn made a meaningful difference in the lives of his fellow citizens, and his achievements will be a continuing source of inspiration to all who had the good fortune to know him; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 85th Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of the Honorable Leroy Vaughn and extend sincere condolences to all who mourn his passing; and, be it further
