WHEREAS, The observance of Texas Whole Child Month in April 2017 provides a fitting opportunity to reflect on how to best address the needs of the Lone Star State's youngest residents; and
WHEREAS, Recognizing that true student success entails more than just academic achievement, the nonprofit organization ASCD launched the Whole Child Initiative in 2007; this comprehensive approach to education seeks to adequately prepare today's young Texans for the demands of college, the job market, and good citizenship; and
