WHEREAS, Sheriff Wilson is also a member and past president of the Groesbeck Lions Club, a member and past master of Groesbeck Masonic Lodge No. 354, and a member of the Centex Citizens Credit Union board; and
WHEREAS, Sheriff Wilson's dedication to the highest standards of his profession has greatly benefited the citizens of Limestone County and earned the respect of law enforcement officers throughout the Lone Star State, and his knowledge and experience make him an ideal choice to lead the Sheriffs' Association of Texas; now, therefore, be it
