WHEREAS, In all his endeavors, Reverend Epps benefits from the love and support of his wife, Belenthia, as well as that of his three children, Destany, Oscar II, and Aderius, and his grandchildren, Desman Manuel and Aerington Epps; and
WHEREAS, Ever since he was called to preach the Gospel in 1987, Reverend Epps has inspired countless people with his message of grace and goodwill, and it is indeed a pleasure to welcome him to this chamber; now, therefore, be it
