WHEREAS, Under the direction of head coach Jason Herring, the Bobcats received essential contributions throughout the year from each member of the roster as they proved themselves one of the finest teams in the Lone Star State; and
WHEREAS, The Refugio High School football players demonstrated admirable skill and determination in winning the state title, and these talented student-athletes will treasure the memory of this accomplishment for many years to come; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 85th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate the Refugio High School football team on winning the 2016 UIL 2A Division 1 state championship and extend to the team's players, coaches, and staff sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
