WHEREAS, A man of deep faith, Mr. Lincoln was ordained a deacon in 1963 at Antioch Missionary Baptist Church in Crosby, and he served as chair of the deacon board for many years; he was a valued member of Calvary Way Missionary Baptist Church in Houston for over two decades and was renowned for his perfect record of attendance at Sunday services; and
WHEREAS, Jim Lincoln will be deeply missed by those who were privileged enough to share in his love and friendship, and he will forever hold a special place in their hearts; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 85th Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the memory of Jim Lincoln and extend sincere condolences to the members of his family; and, be it further
