WHEREAS, A devout Catholic, Mr. Camarillo often recited the rosary for people in ill health; he encouraged his children to live a life of integrity, humility, and generosity, and he was an inspiring role model to all who knew him; in his leisure hours, he enjoyed traveling and barbecuing; and
WHEREAS, Although he will be deeply missed, memories of this beloved man will be forever treasured by those who were fortunate enough to share in the richness of his life; now, therefore, be it
