WHEREAS, By fostering in its participants the confidence and skills to pursue careers in public service, IGNITE is furthering the advancement of Texas women in civic and political life, and in so doing, it is investing in the future of our communities, our state, and our nation; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 85th Texas Legislature hereby honor IGNITE for encouraging young women to aspire to positions of political leadership and extend to the group sincere best wishes for continued success in its important work; and, be it further
