WHEREAS, This dynamic Texan enjoyed a 12-year career as a professional rodeo rider and additionally made his living as owner and operator of a farrier business in Huntsville; guided by his strong religious faith, he felt a calling to begin a church of his own, and in 2004 he and his wife, Tammy, founded Branded for Christ Cowboy Church; to date, the ministry has served as a source of spiritual enrichment to thousands of people; and
WHEREAS, In 2008, Mr. Miller was tapped to serve as head coach of the Sam Houston State University rodeo team; just three years later, the men's rodeo team won the national championship, and the women's team was named reserve national champions; he has also worked with many nationally recognized students and rodeo teams; in all his endeavors, he is blessed with the love of a fine family, which in addition to his wife includes his two treasured children, Bradlee and Sonilyn; and
WHEREAS, Bubba Miller's journey as a champion rodeo rider, rodeo coach, and dedicated spiritual leader is an East Texas success story, and he is indeed deserving of this prestigious honor; now, therefore, be it
