WHEREAS, The squad also received valuable contributions throughout the season from the other members of the roster: Mathew Porter, Cal York, Kane Tamplin, Major Eldridge, Clay Stevens, Michael Moseley, Kody Walterscheid, Danny Luttmer, Billy Felderhoff, Bryce Herr, and Blayne Jones; these determined athletes were ably guided by head coach Lynn Cook and assistant coach Jeff Presnall, and they received enthusiastic support from MHS principal John York and Muenster Independent School District superintendent Steven Self; and
WHEREAS, Winning a state championship represents the culmination of countless hours of hard work and an enduring commitment to excellence, and the Muenster Hornets may take justifiable pride in this outstanding accomplishment; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 85th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate the Muenster High School boys' basketball team on winning the 2017 UIL 2A state championship and extend to the team's players, coaches, and staff sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for the Hornets as an expression of high regard by the Texas House of Representatives.
