WHEREAS, Mr. Hamm was also a 32nd-degree Scottish Rite Mason and a valued congregant of First United Methodist Church in Pittsburg; in his spare time, he enjoyed preparing elaborate meals for his family and cooking at deer camps or men's prayer breakfasts, and at the age of 75, he became one of the first people to enroll in the Northeast Texas Community College culinary arts program; and
