WHEREAS, This dynamic and gifted medical professional also helped to regulate the practice of dentistry across the state as a member and presiding officer of the Texas State Board of Dental Examiners; he retired from the board after 10 years' service in 2014; and
WHEREAS, Dr. Kennedy's commitment to the highest standards of his profession has greatly benefited his patients and the dental field in Texas, and he may indeed reflect with pride on a career well spent; now, therefore, be it
