WHEREAS, Mr. Brown enrolled as a freshman at The University of Texas at Austin in the fall of 2016, and he was an enthusiastic Longhorn who wore his burnt orange with pride; he joined a fraternity and an a capella singing group on the campus, and he often brought smiles to his fellow residents at Jester East dormitory by singing in the halls and stairwells; his innate sense of joy and optimism won him the affection of many friends, and he had a remarkable way of lifting the spirits of everyone around him as well; and
WHEREAS, Although his days were far too few, Harrison Brown will forever be remembered for the warmth, kindness, and laughter that he shared so freely with others; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 85th Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of Harrison Brown and extend deepest condolences to his loved ones and to all who mourn his passing; and, be it further
RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for his family and that when the Texas House of Representatives adjourns this day, it do so in memory of Harrison Brown.
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
