SENATE RESOLUTION NO. 20
WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas is pleased to recognize Texas Southern University and to welcome those who are visiting the State Capitol on January 24, 2017, to celebrate Texas Southern University Day; and
WHEREAS, Founded in 1927, Texas Southern University is one of the most prominent Historically Black Colleges and Universities in Texas and in the United States; and

RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas, 85th Legislature, hereby commend Texas Southern University on its dedication to excellence and extend to its delegates best wishes for a memorable Texas Southern University Day at the State Capitol; and, be it further
