Eddie, as well as their five grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, With his selection as the Border Texan of the Year,
Senator Lucio joins an elite group of public servants who, through
their 1leadership and advocacy, have immeasurably enhanced the
quality of life in South Texas, and he may reflect with pride on all
