WHEREAS, Judge Mary Cunningham made many significant contributions to the betterment of life in Llano County over the course of her tenure as a public servant, and she may take justifiable pride in her exemplary record of achievement; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 86th Texas Legislature hereby honor Mary Cunningham for her service as county judge of Llano County and extend to her sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
