WHEREAS, Since then, Mr. Orndorf has served as a certified latent print examiner and become a sought-after expert witness; as a veteran investigator, he played an important role in the search for serial killer David Leonard Wood, and he was one of the lead forensic examiners in the murder case of Alexandra Flores; both of these cases resulted in convictions; and
WHEREAS, Along the way, Mr. Orndorf has inspired and mentored several generations of younger officers, teaching classes on crime scene and evidence preservation at the academy; he also served as treasurer for the El Paso Municipal Police Officers' Association for 10 years; and
WHEREAS, Bruce Orndorf's dedication, professionalism, and integrity have greatly benefited the people of El Paso and earned him the lasting respect and admiration of his peers, and he may indeed take great pride in his long and distinguished career as a police officer as he celebrates this milestone anniversary; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 86th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate Bruce Orndorf on his 50th anniversary with the El Paso Police Department and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued success and happiness; and, be it further
