relating to repealing certain offenses and removing certain

regulations relating to the cultivation, manufacture, delivery,

and possession of marihuana and cannabis.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:

SECTIONA1.AAThe following provisions are repealed:

(1)AASection 122.103(c), Agriculture Code;

(2)AASection 122.358, Agriculture Code;

(3)AAArticle 13.22, Code of Criminal Procedure;

(4)AASections 443.202(a), 443.2025(a), 481.111(e), and

481.111(f), Health and Safety Code;

(5)AASections 481.120 and 481.121, Health and Safety

Code;

(6)AAChapter 487, Health and Safety Code; and

(7)AAChapter 169, Occupations Code.

SECTIONA2.AASection 122.354, Agriculture Code, is amended to

read as follows:

Sec.A122.354.AADEPARTMENT RULES. The department, in

consultation with the Department of Public Safety, shall adopt

rules regulating the transportation of hemp in this state [to

ensure that illegal marihuana is not transported into or through

this state disguised as legal hemp].

SECTIONA3.AAArticle 14.06(d), Code of Criminal Procedure, is

amended to read as follows:

(6)AASection 38.114, Penal Code, if the offense is

punishable as a Class B misdemeanor; or

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Title 5, Penal Code, or an offense under federal law or the laws of

another state containing elements that are substantially similar to

the elements of an offense under Title 5;

(G)AASection 38.11;

(H)AASection 43.04;

(I)AASection 43.041;

(J)AASection 43.05; or

(K)AASection 43.26; or

(3)AAan attempt, conspiracy, or solicitation to commit

an offense listed in Subdivision (1) or (2).

SECTIONA6.AAArticle 42A.514(a), Code of Criminal Procedure,

is amended to read as follows:

(a)AAIf a judge grants community supervision to a defendant

younger than 18 years of age convicted of an alcohol-related

offense under Section 106.02, 106.025, 106.04, 106.041, 106.05, or

106.07, Alcoholic Beverage Code, or Section 49.02, Penal Code, or

an offense involving possession of a controlled substance [or

marihuana] under Section 481.115, 481.1151, 481.116, 481.1161,

481.117, or 481.118, [or 481.121,] Health and Safety Code, the

judge may require the defendant as a condition of community

supervision to successfully complete, as appropriate:

(1)AAan alcohol awareness program under Section

106.115, Alcoholic Beverage Code, that is regulated by the Texas

Department of Licensing and Regulation under Chapter 171,

Government Code; or

(2)AAa drug education program that is designed to

educate persons on the dangers of drug abuse in accordance with
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Section 521.374(a)(1), Transportation Code, and that is regulated

by the Texas Department of Licensing and Regulation under Chapter

171, Government Code.

SECTIONA7.AAArticles 42A.551(a) and (c), Code of Criminal

(A)AA[marihuana or] a controlled substance, as

defined by Chapter 481, Health and Safety Code, or by 21 U.S.C.

Section 801 et seq.;

(B)AAa dangerous drug, as defined by Chapter 483,

Health and Safety Code; or

(C)AAan alcoholic beverage, as defined by Section

1.04, Alcoholic Beverage Code.

SECTIONA10.AASection 37.006(a), Education Code, is amended
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to read as follows:

(a)AAA student shall be removed from class and placed in a

disciplinary alternative education program as provided by Section

37.008 if the student:

(1)AAengages in conduct involving a public school that

contains the elements of the offense of false alarm or report under

Section 42.06, Penal Code, or terroristic threat under Section

22.07, Penal Code; or

(2)AAcommits the following on or within 300 feet of

school property, as measured from any point on the school’s real

property boundary line, or while attending a school-sponsored or

school-related activity on or off of school property:

(A)AAengages in conduct punishable as a felony;

(B)AAengages in conduct that contains the elements

of the offense of assault under Section 22.01(a)(1), Penal Code;

(C)AAsells, gives, or delivers to another person

or possesses or uses or is under the influence of:

(i)AA[marihuana or] a controlled substance,

as defined by Chapter 481, Health and Safety Code, or by 21 U.S.C.

Section 801 et seq.; or

(ii)AAa dangerous drug, as defined by

Chapter 483, Health and Safety Code;

(D)AAsells, gives, or delivers to another person

an alcoholic beverage, as defined by Section 1.04, Alcoholic

Beverage Code, commits a serious act or offense while under the

influence of alcohol, or possesses, uses, or is under the influence

of an alcoholic beverage;
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(E)AAengages in conduct that contains the elements

of an offense relating to an abusable volatile chemical under

Sections 485.031 through 485.034, Health and Safety Code;

(F)AAengages in conduct that contains the elements

of the offense of public lewdness under Section 21.07, Penal Code,

or indecent exposure under Section 21.08, Penal Code; or

(G)AAengages in conduct that contains the elements

of the offense of harassment under Section 42.07(a)(1), (2), (3),

or (7), Penal Code, against an employee of the school district.

SECTIONA11.AASection 37.007(b), Education Code, is amended

to read as follows:

(2)AAwhile on or within 300 feet of school property, as

measured from any point on the school’s real property boundary

line, or while attending a school-sponsored or school-related

activity on or off of school property:

(A)AAsells, gives, or delivers to another person

or possesses, uses, or is under the influence of any amount of:

(i)AA[marihuana or] a controlled substance,

as defined by Chapter 481, Health and Safety Code, or by 21 U.S.C.

Section 801 et seq.;

(ii)AAa dangerous drug, as defined by

Chapter 483, Health and Safety Code; or
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(iii)AAan alcoholic beverage, as defined by

Section 1.04, Alcoholic Beverage Code;

(B)AAengages in conduct that contains the elements

of an offense relating to an abusable volatile chemical under

Sections 485.031 through 485.034, Health and Safety Code;

(C)AAengages in conduct that contains the elements

of an offense under Section 22.01(a)(1), Penal Code, against a

school district employee or a volunteer as defined by Section

22.053; or

(D)AAengages in conduct that contains the elements

of the offense of deadly conduct under Section 22.05, Penal Code;

(3)AAsubject to Subsection (d), while within 300 feet

of school property, as measured from any point on the school’s real

property boundary line:

(A)AAengages in conduct specified by Subsection

(a); or

(B)AApossesses a firearm, as defined by 18 U.S.C.

Section 921;

(4)AAengages in conduct that contains the elements of

any offense listed in Subsection (a)(2)(A) or (C) or the offense of

aggravated robbery under Section 29.03, Penal Code, against another

student, without regard to whether the conduct occurs on or off of

school property or while attending a school-sponsored or

school-related activity on or off of school property; or

(5)AAengages in conduct that contains the elements of

the offense of breach of computer security under Section 33.02,

Penal Code, if:
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(A)AAthe conduct involves accessing a computer,

computer network, or computer system owned by or operated on behalf

of a school district; and

(B)AAthe student knowingly:

(i)AAalters, damages, or deletes school

district property or information; or

(ii)AAcommits a breach of any other

computer, computer network, or computer system.

SECTIONA12.AASection 37.015(a), Education Code, is amended

to read as follows:

(a)AAThe principal of a public or private primary or

secondary school, or a person designated by the principal under

Subsection (d), shall notify any school district police department

and the police department of the municipality in which the school is

located or, if the school is not in a municipality, the sheriff of

the county in which the school is located if the principal has

reasonable grounds to believe that any of the following activities

occur in school, on school property, or at a school-sponsored or

school-related activity on or off school property, whether or not

the activity is investigated by school security officers:

(4)AAan alcoholic beverage, as defined by Section 1.04,
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Alcoholic Beverage Code.

SECTIONA14.AASection 53.03(h-1), Family Code, is amended to

read as follows:

(h-1)AAIf the child is alleged to have engaged in delinquent

conduct or conduct indicating a need for supervision that violates

(5)AAdeclined immunization for the child for reasons of

conscience, including a religious belief; [or]

(6)AAsought an opinion from more than one medical

provider relating to the child’s medical care, transferred the

child’s medical care to a new medical provider, or transferred the

child to another health care facility;

(7)A[(6)]AAallowed the child to engage in independent
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activities that are appropriate and typical for the child’s level

of maturity, physical condition, developmental abilities, or

culture; or

(8)A[(7)]AAtested positive for marihuana, unless the

department has evidence that the parent’s use of marihuana has

caused significant impairment to the child’s physical or mental

health or emotional development.

SECTIONA18.AASection 76.017(b), Government Code, is amended

to read as follows:

(b)AAThe program must:

(1)AAinclude automatic screening and evaluation of a

person arrested for an offense, other than a Class C misdemeanor, in

which an element of the offense is the use or possession of alcohol

or the use, possession, or sale of a controlled substance [or

marihuana];

(2)AAinclude automatic screening and evaluation of a

person arrested for an offense, other than a Class C misdemeanor, in

which the use of alcohol or drugs is suspected to have significantly

contributed to the offense for which the individual has been

arrested;

(3)AAcoordinate the evaluation and referral to

treatment services; and

(4)AAmake referrals for the appropriate treatment of a

person determined to be in need of treatment, including referrals

to a community corrections facility as defined by Section 509.001.

Sec.A123.002.AAAUTHORITY TO ESTABLISH PROGRAM. The

commissioners court of a county or governing body of a municipality

may establish the following types of drug court programs:

(1)AAdrug courts for persons arrested for, charged

with, or convicted of:

(A)AAan offense in which an element of the offense

is the use or possession of alcohol or the use, possession, or sale

involve:

(2)AAdrug courts for juveniles detained for, taken into

custody for, or adjudicated as having engaged in:

(A)AAdelinquent conduct, including habitual

felony conduct, or conduct indicating a need for supervision in

which an element of the conduct is the use or possession of alcohol

or the use, possession, or sale of a controlled substance or[,] a

controlled substance analogue[, or marihuana]; or

(B)AAdelinquent conduct, including habitual
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felony conduct, or conduct indicating a need for supervision in

which the use of alcohol or a controlled substance is suspected to

have significantly contributed to the commission of the conduct and

the conduct did not involve:

(i)AAcarrying, possessing, or using a

firearm or other dangerous weapon;

(ii)AAthe use of force against the person of

another; or

(iii)AAthe death of or serious bodily injury

to another;

(3)AAreentry drug courts for persons with a

demonstrated history of using alcohol or a controlled substance who

may benefit from a program designed to facilitate the person’s

transition and reintegration into the community on release from a

state or local correctional facility;

(4)AAfamily dependency drug treatment courts for family

members involved in a suit affecting the parent-child relationship

in which a parent’s use of alcohol or a controlled substance is a

primary consideration in the outcome of the suit; or

(5)AAprograms for other persons not precisely described

by Subdivisions (1)-(4) who may benefit from a program that has the

essential characteristics described by Section 123.001.

SECTIONA20.AASection 411.0728(a), Government Code, is

amended to read as follows:

(a)AAThis section applies only to a person:

(1)AAwho is convicted of or placed on deferred

adjudication community supervision for an offense under:
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(A)AA[Section 481.120, Health and Safety Code, if

the offense is punishable under Subsection (b)(1);

(a)AAA person commits an offense if the person, as part of the
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identifiable leadership of a criminal street gang, knowingly

finances, directs, or supervises the commission of, or a conspiracy

to commit, one or more of the following offenses by members of a

criminal street gang:

(1)AAa felony offense that is listed in Article

42A.054(a), Code of Criminal Procedure;

(2)AAa felony offense for which it is shown that a

deadly weapon, as defined by Section 1.07, was used or exhibited

during the commission of the offense or during immediate flight

from the commission of the offense; or

(3)AAan offense that is punishable under Section

this section, an offense was committed before the effective date of

this Act if any element of the offense occurred before that date.
