officially incorporated in 1909; and

variety of opportunities for recreation and entertainment,
including the world-renowned Lone Star Park, Epic Waters Indoor
Waterpark, and the Texas Trust CU Theatre, and it has demonstrated a
steadfast commitment to arts, culture, and community engagement
with venues such as the Grand Prairie Historical Museum; 1in
addition, the city's schools, health care facilities, and public
services reflect its dedication to providing high-quality
