the addition of classrooms as well as expansion of wvaluable

WHEREAS, Mary Help of Christians School faithfully honors
Saint John Bosco's mission to empower youth with a joyful vision
and hope for a better world while preparing them to become
well-educated, productive citizens with a global perspective;
