Exodus 21:23: But if there is harm, then you shall pay life for life,
Exodus 21:24: eye for eye, tooth for tooth, hand for hand, foot for foot,
Exodus 21:25: burn for burn, wound for wound, stripe for stripe.

2. The taking of innocent life pollutes a land and brings judgment on its inhabitants:

Psalms 106:38: they poured out innocent blood,
the blood of their sons and daughters,
whom they sacrificed to the idols of Canaan,
and the land was polluted with blood.

God commands impartiality in judgment:

Deuteronomy 1:17: You shall not be partial in judgment. You shall hear the small and the great alike. You shall not be intimidated
by anyone, for the judgment is God's.
Deuteronomy 10:17: For the LORD your God is God of gods and Lord of lords, the great, the mighty, and the awesome God, who
is not partial and takes no bribe.

I’m a father as well, and my wife and I adopted a special needs child 8 years ago. God calls upon us to love and care for all
children, whether the product of rape, incest or other abuse, genetic abnormality, or any other reason that children would be
unwanted. Every child is precious in His sight, and every preborn child deserves equal protection under the law of Texas
alongside adult Texans.

As a concerned Texas citizen and legal professional, I strongly oppose HB 2197, which redefines "individual" to include "an
unborn child at every stage of development from fertilization until birth" and extends both criminal and civil protections to
fertilized eggs.

This bill fundamentally misapplies constitutional equal protection principles. By extending full legal personhood to fertilized
eggs, it creates an unprecedented legal framework where one person's rights (the pregnant woman) are subordinated to another's
(the fertilized egg), a concept rejected by decades of constitutional jurisprudence.

The bill's repeal of Section 19.06 and Section 22.12 of the Penal Code removes critical legal distinctions that currently allow for
reasonable medical practice and reproductive healthcare. The bill's exceptions for "lifesaving procedures" and "spontaneous
miscarriage" are dangerously narrow. While they appear reasonable, medical reality is complex: The "lifesaving procedures"
exception requires "reasonable and available steps to save the life of the mother's unborn child" even in emergency situations.
This requirement could delay critical care as physicians weigh legal liability against medical necessity. In addition, many
necessary medical interventions fall outside these limited exceptions, including management of inevitable miscarriages, severe
fetal anomalies incompatible with life, and pregnancy complications that threaten health without immediate risk of death. Also,
the standard of "reasonable and available steps" is vague, leaving healthcare providers uncertain about their legal obligations
during medical emergencies.

This bill creates numerous practical problems including determining the "moment of fertilization" is medically impossible in
natural conception, creating evidentiary issues in any potential legal proceedings.

By criminalizing a broad range of conduct potentially affecting fertilized eggs, this bill would force physicians to practice
defensive medicine, potentially leading to an exodus of medical professionals from Texas. This would also disproportionately
impact women with high-risk pregnancies, limited access to healthcare, and economic disadvantages.

HB 2197 attempts to solve a perceived problem by creating numerous actual problems. Rather than protecting women and
children, it establishes a legal framework that endangers women's health, undermines medical practice, creates legal uncertainty,
and threatens individual liberty. The bill's vague exceptions will not prevent the effect on healthcare providers who fear criminal
liability.

I urge the committee to reject HB 2197 and instead pursue policies that genuinely protect and support women, children, and
families through improved healthcare access,  prenatal care, and social support systems.

Our children still suffer with impacts to their health after the break
up of our family. I wish I could turn back time and suffer for 9 months with a pregnancy I didn't choose-rather than for decades-
causing many I love to suffer with me.

As a teenager and victim of sexual assault, I needed a safe place to stay, and to be surrounded witn loving support of all
kinds...not to be told killing my baby would end my suffering. And the painful reality that my own mother -when faced with her
unplanned pregnancy with me-gave me life and family through adoption... only multiplied my grief and shame until I finally was
able to accept the forgiveness God had for me in Jesus Christ.

At a testimonial with post-abortive mothers, we 40 agreed unanimously, that had it been illegal and we faced prison, we never
would have done it…and avoided years of suffering with negative spiritual, emotional, physical, financial, and relational fall-out.
Our eyes were also opened to how abortion enables rape, trafficking, abandonment, abuse, divorce, difficulty parenting future
children, and rampant sexual activity with no committment to the other person- truly devastating to the human soul and to our
relationships.

Please close this loophole in our abortion laws and stop the entrapment of us unsuspecting women left shocked at the
devastation...who are seeing, as I did, their dead baby as they self-abort at home...sold the lie that abortion would free and
empower them.

Abortion is perhaps the greatest human rights violation in all of human history. God tells us in His word that He hates the
shedding of innocent blood, and He especially hates it when we cause little children to suffer.

He has suffered long with us...but we don't know His breaking point-when He will say It would be better that a giant millstone be
hung around the collective neck of our state and nation on behalf of  the "least of these." With so many good bills filed this
session that streamline the adoption process, hold fathers and criminals accountable, and protect women who are being or who
have been abused...and with a large increase in funds being earmarked for "maternal safety"  in the appropriations bill this
session,  it would seem that now is the perfect time to end the carnage and suffering affecting not only women and children, but
all of us.

Texas has never criminalized abortion for women, including before the Supreme Court overturned Roe v. Wade. There are several
reasons why doing so now would be a terrible idea. For example, women with unplanned pregnancies undecided about abortion
deserve information about compassionate alternatives offered at hundreds of pregnancy centers, maternity homes, adoption
centers, and church-based ministries across Texas. The threat of prison time and the death penalty will keep them from seeking
help for fear of prosecution. The background information below gives more reasons to oppose this bill.
Lt. Governor Dan Patrick had this to say about this issue: "We shouldn't punish women. Of course not. . . . That's
ridiculous." (See Inside Texas Politics, 1/19/25.)
No further criminalization of abortion is necessary. Texas law already completely protects unborn children from elective abortion
beginning at conception from chemical and surgical abortion. The Human Life Protection Act, H&S Chap 170A, makes killing an
unborn child a first-degree felony offense, with an exception when the pregnancy endangers the mother's life or health. Providing
abortion inducing drugs, including mifepristone, a common drug used for illegal abortions, is the same offense. Penalties include
99 years in prison, a minimum $100,000 lawsuit by the Texas Attorney General, and mandatory loss of medical license.
Women with unplanned pregnancies deserve information about the vast resources Texas offers for alternatives to abortion -- both
public through the Thriving Texas Families program and numerous private agencies and churches. They do not deserve the threat
of jail time or the death penalty.
Undecided or ambivalent women with unplanned pregnancies will be less likely to seek help at a pregnancy center because of the
possibility of prosecution. They will know that a visit to a pregnancy center will leave evidence of a possible abortion that could
lead to a future arrest and conviction.
Before Roe v. Wade blocked enforcement of Texas' abortion law, which was passed in 1854, no woman was ever successfully
prosecuted in Texas or in any other state. See Prosecuting Women for Abortion: A Reality Check by Paul Benjamin Linton, Texas
Alliance for Life's special counsel. We do not believe Texas should begin prosecuting women now.
Prosecuting an abortion provider will be much more difficult if the woman can be prosecuted because she will likely be unwilling
to testify against the provider.
This excellent law review article by Texas Alliance for Life's general counsel, Christopher Maska, gives an in-depth analysis of
the flaws of this bill: The Abolitionists Are Wrong: Equal Protection Does Not Mean a Mother Who Gets an Abortion Has
Committed a Capital Crime.

My name is John-Mark Echols. I am a lifelong Texas resident, a follower of Jesus Christ, and the founder and CEO of a nonprofit
organization serving the homeless in Midland, Texas. I am submitting this written testimony in strong support of HB 2197, which
affirms the equal protection and rights of unborn children under Texas law.

As someone who has committed his life to restoring dignity to the most vulnerable, I cannot remain silent when the most
defenseless of all—our preborn neighbors—are denied justice. Human life begins at the moment of conception, a fact affirmed by
both science and Scripture. From that moment onward, each person is made in the image of God (Genesis 1:27) and endowed by
their Creator with unalienable rights—chief among them being life.

To deny legal protection to a human child simply because of his or her age or stage of development is a violation of the most
basic principles of justice.

This legislation would force women to carry unwanted or unsafe pregnancies, removing their right to make personal medical
decisions. It would also force parenthood on men who may not be prepared or willing. People will continue to seek abortions
regardless of legality, just as people continue to use substances like marijuana, even when illegal. The result is not fewer
abortions, just more dangerous ones.

When access to safe, legal abortion is restricted, people suffer. An estimated 68,000 women die each year from unsafe abortions.
Making abortion illegal does not stop abortion, it only stops safe abortions. Laws like HB 2197 risk making an already difficult
situation deadly.

If the goal is to reduce abortions, then support access to education, contraception, healthcare, and social safety nets — not
criminalization. Do not criminalize a woman's right to choose. I am frustrated by the direction our government is taking. I do not
feel protected or represented by this bill.

For decades Texas has had a strong tradition of protecting innocent persons from perpetrators who seek to deprive them of the
most basic civil right to life, regardless of the familial or social relationship of the victim to the victimizer. There must be no
exceptions or exemptions that grant immunity to anyone who intentionally attempts homicide of any human person at any stage
of life. Medical science has proven the unique identity of each individual human being from the moment of conception (e.g.,
DNA different from both parents). Nevertheless, civil law- including here in the great state of Texas- has been slow to provide
protection for all innocent persons from those who intentionally seek to terminate their lives. Over 20,000 preborn children are
legally killed each year in Texas by chemical abortions, even under some of the most child-friendly laws in the U.S. since the
early 1970’s.

Considering that 25-30 embryos die in proportion to each live
birth from IVF, I think we must discourage IVF. Fertility clinics should not be allowed to grade and discard human beings in
embryonic form, which is eugenics. They should not be allowed to freeze embryos in such quantity that they will likely never
have a chance to continue their life.  They also practice "selective reduction" of multiple embryos, which is abortion.

Although this bill claims to be concerned with saving lives, it will instead endanger Texan women and families. Determining that
life and all rights therein begins at conception would make IVF and similar fertility treatments illegal in Texas, as such treatments
necessarily involve producing more embryos than will be implanted and become fetuses. These extra embryos are normally
disposed of, but would now need to be maintained—without any clear purpose. Fertility centers will leave Texas rather than try to
meet these restrictions. I'm also concerned about how pregnant Texans who experience miscarriage, stillbirth, or complications
that result in the death of a fetus will be affected by this bill. Although the bill states that sudden miscarriages are not subject to
the stipulations, Texans who have lost a pregnancy would have to be able to prove their pregnancy loss was due to miscarriage in
order to avoid prosecution, and this will be difficult, especially if they aren't able to access medical care. The other exception
offered in this bill is for "lifesaving procedures" to save the life of the mother. But we have already seen from the abortion ban
currently in place in Texas that exceptions "for the life of the mother" do not give doctors enough confidence to intervene in time,
as several mothers in Texas lost their lives due to delayed care. Moreover, there are serious conditions that are not fatal but
require abortion to avoid permanent organ damage; mothers in Texas have lost their ability to have children in the future due to
delayed abortion care. Interventions to protect a mother's health are always critical. With all of these concerns collected, I am left
to wonder if the Texas House does not want families in Texas to conceive children. Removing access to IVF for families facing
infertility, putting pregnant Texans at risk of going on trial to prove they miscarried, and endangering the life and wellbeing of
pregnant Texans with unclear exceptions are extremely anti-family and anti-pregnancy policies. These stipulations make me
frightened to try to become a mother myself in Texas. I am scared that if I were to become pregnant, I might not receive the
medical care I need, and that if I lost a pregnancy, even though I desperately wanted it, I might have to submit to an investigation
or trial, all while grieving the loss of my desired pregnancy. It is already hard enough to get and be pregnant without fear of legal
attacks and delayed medical care, and maternal mortality rates are much higher in Texas than in other states, rising 56% between
2019 and 2022, while this rate only rose 11% nationwide.

According to the NIH, National Library of Medicine, abortion either medical or criminal has distinctive physical, social, and
psychological side effects. Detecting types and frequent psychological side effects of abortion among post abortion care seeking
women in Tehran was the main objective of the present study.

Method
278 women of reproductive age (15-49) interviewed as study population. Response rate was 93/8. Data collected through a
questionnaire with 2 parts meeting broad socio-economic characteristics of the respondents and health- related abortion
consequences. Tehran hospitals were the site of study.

Results
The results revealed that at least one-third of the respondents have experienced psychological side effects. Depression, worrying
about not being able to conceive again and abnormal eating behaviors were reported as dominant psychological consequences of
abortion among the respondents. Decreased self-esteem, nightmare, guilt, and regret with 43.7%, 39.5%, 37.5%, and 33.3%
prevalence rates have been placed in the lower status, respectively.

Conclusion
Psychological consequences of abortion have considerably been neglected. Several barriers made findings limited. Different
types of psychological side effects, however, experienced by the study population require more intensive attention because of
chronic characteristic of psychological disorders, and women's health impact on family and population health.

The law as it stands now carves out an exception for a mother to end the life of her child, yet only before birth. This has at least
two major issues.

The first is that there is no meaningful distinction between a child before and after he is born regarding his classification as a
living human person. Unborn children meet the biological criteria of being alive, are biologically human, and constitute a
complete and separate entity from their parents at all stages of development. Born children meet these criteria, and on these bases
receive the same rights under our laws just as any other person. The logical conclusion of this exception is that a mother would be
able to end the life of her born child. This is clearly wrong. Therefore, since born children receive protection under the law, so too
should unborn children.

The second issue is that this exception makes our laws contradictory regarding the personhood of unborn children. A person who
is not the mother of an unborn child cannot end the life of that child on their own initiative. This means that child’s life is
recognized as worthy of protection in the one case, but not in the other. This act is neither in self-defense nor a response to a
capital offense, but it is based on the whims of one person. If our laws state that someone who ends the life of an unborn child
should be punished, they cannot also state that someone else can do the exact same act yet go unpunished. This is unfair and must
be rectified.

Some say the mother should have complete autonomy with her body, but no one has such radical autonomy. There are battery
laws that limit one’s ability to use her body to harm another. This same principle should apply to unborn children.

Some say the exception should be made if the child was conceived by force. To this one should ask, should a mother be able to
end the life of her one week old for this reason? If born and unborn children have no meaningful distinction regarding their
personhood, then the answer should apply both ways.

Parents have the legal and moral duty to protect and provide for their children. Even if the parent has already decided to lawfully
relinquish care of their child, they cannot in the interim cease to care for them, nor harm them. Similarly, mothers who do not
want their children still must protect them until they can give them away. This requires that the unborn child be allowed to
develop naturally without disruption.

This bill retains the legal ground for mothers who face medical complications to be protected under the law if their intent was not
to end the life of the child. This bill does not harm mothers, no more than it does men guilty of murder. It protects children that
have for too long been unprotected.

Texas is a great state in a great country and it does best when it applies common sense to governance. Let's lead the way for the
rest of the country to follow.

My name is Phil George and I am a pastor at Grace Life Church in Allen, Texas.
I am in support of bringing HB 2197 out of this sub-committee to receive a hearing before the entire committee.
In Texas in 2020, prior to the Heart Beat Bill and the Trigger Bill, there were about 55,000 of our preborn neighbors murdered
that year.
Three years later, in 2024 after the Heat Beat Bill went into affect in 2021 and the Trigger Bill in 2022 after the Dobbs decision,
the Texas Department of Heath and Human Services reports 54 abortions for Texas Residents through November 2024.
But the reality is that there were somewhere between 21,000 and 29,000 mail order abortions last year, along with 35,000 Texas
women traveling out of state to murder their child – so a total of between 56,000 and 64,000 abortions.
The location of the murder has just moved from healthcare facilities within our state to women’s homes and healthcare facilities
in other states.
Now, lets turn to HB 2197, which is the only just solution to this problem.
First, this bill is actually backed by science.
If you turn to an embryology textbook, even in our day, a vast majority of them teach that human life begins at fertilization.
Next, this bill is consistent with existing state and federal law.
According to the Texas penal code, an individual means “a human being who is alive, including an unborn child at every stage of
gestation from fertilization until birth.”
The 14th amendment of the US Constitution says -
“No State shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge the privileges or immunities of citizens of the United States; nor
shall any State deprive any person of life, liberty, or property, without due process of law; nor deny to any person within its
jurisdiction the equal protection of the laws."
All HB 2197 does is recognize both of those legal realities as they relate to our pre-born neighbors.
But, much more importantly than this bill being backed by science and Texas and federal law, is that it is backed by God’s Word.
Psalm 139:13-16  For you formed my inward parts; you knitted me together in my mother's womb.  14  I praise you, for I am
fearfully and wonderfully made.
